missing? Well... two important parts of our Sunday worship are missing at least for Lent.

The season of Lent began on Ash Wednesday, February 18th this year. During Lent, the Church’s
worship takes on a more penitential character. The paraments and vestments are changed to purple,
which is associated with penitence. Also those two important parts of our worship services, the Hymn of
Praise and the word “Alleluia”, an expression that means “praise the Lord” go “missing” for
approximately 40 days and then make their return on Easter Sunday.

Why do they leave for 40 days? Their departure marks a clear difference in this time of the church
year from any other time. It also helps serve as a powerful contrast with the festival celebration that
takes place on Easter Sunday, the day we celebrate Jesus’ resurrection from the dead. On that day you
can clearly hear again the alleluias ring out in the celebration of His victory over sin and death.

Does that mean that we will not be praising God and worshiping Him on Sunday mornings? Of
course we will be praising and worshiping Him. That is why we come together at Concordia each Sunday
morning as well as Wednesday evenings during Lent. We celebrate the gift of life and salvation that we
have in Christ through whom we also have forgiveness of our sins.

During this season of Lent, | invite you to again reflect on the wonderful and amazing gifts God has
provided you through His Son, Jesus, the Christ. May you have a blessed Lenten Season.
